This recognition is subject to the following conditions:

The recognition period will not be extended, and after Class 8, there will be no obligation under any
circumstances to grant recognition or affiliation.
The school shall comply with the provisions of the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory
Education Act, 2009 (Annexure 1) and the Maharashtra Right of Children to Free and Compulsory
Education Rules, 2011 (Annexure 2).
The school shall admit children from disadvantaged and weaker sections in Class 1 to the extent of a
minimum of 25% of the strength of that class and provide them free and compulsory education till the
completion of primary education.

(v) Children with disabilities/special needs shall be included as per the provisions of the Act.

(vi) Teachers possessing the minimum qualifications prescribed under Section 23(1) of the Act shall

be appointed. Teachers without the mimimum qualifications on the date of commencement of the

Act shall acquire them within 5 years.

(vii) The duties specified in Section 24(1) of the Act shall be performed by the teacher.

(viii) The school shall ensure that teachers do not engage in private tuition.

The school shall follow the curriculum prepared on the basis of the syllabus prescribed by the

appropriate authority.

The school shall admit students in proportion to the facilities available in the school as prescribed in

Section 19 of the Act.

The school shall comply with the standards and norms specified in Section 19 of the Act. At the

time of the last inspection, the facilities available in the school were as follows:
